1.   From Seifried’s Pharmacy,  go west on W. Market (toward First National Bank) 
2.   Cross Vine Street.  At Liberty St. you are approaching the historic district. Look to the left at Depot St.   (A) 
3.   Cross tracks and cross Market St., proceed to long driveway at 365 W. Market St.   (B)  Founder’s Home 
             Walk down the length of the driveway through the property, pass the house, to street behind  
             (Church Street) and turn left.  
4.   Turn left at the first street (Sterling Avenue).  (C) 149 Sterling, brightly painted house, is a mail order home        from 
Sears & Roebuck catalog. 
5.   Go one block to Market St., turn right, cross Ella Street.  (D) 511 W. Market St.,  Winkler-Perilstein House 
6.   Continue on W. Market St.   (E) 1217, built by James Hamilton, Editor of the Courier Crescent 
7.   Continue on W. Market St. to Crown Hill Road 
8.   Cross Crown Hill and turn right and continue north.   (Note:  Sidewalk ends at High St., continue walking  
             facing traffic on left side. 
9.   Continue on Crown Hill a short distance, passing cemetery, fire station and Lynn Drive, to  
             Country Lane on east side of street. 
10.  Turn right on Country Lane.  (F) 1455 Country Lane, one time J. M. Smucker farm and apple orchards 
11.  Continue on Country Lane to Apple Blossom. 
12.  Turn right on Apple Blossom and continue to Jerome.  Turn right on Jerome and continue to High St. 
13.  Turn left on High St.  (G) Buehlers  (Restrooms), Continue to Elm St. 
            Turn left on Elm St.   Check Point – Name the funeral home on Elm St. ____________________________ 
14.  Continue on Elm St. past the swimming pool, cross Elm St. to enter Orr Park  (H) lower parking area.   
             Keep going through parking lot east toward High School (I), walk past high school to Ella St., turn left 
15  Continue past front of school on Ella St. to Mineral Springs St. , turn right, head east to Vine St. 
16.  Turn right on Vine St., continue to the 5th house past McDonald’s (J) childhood home of Bobby Knight,  
             turn around and go back to McDonald’s  (Restrooms), turn right and go through their driveway to  
             Main St. 
17.  Turn right on Main St.  (K)  The J. M. Smucker Co. on east side at Main and Strawberry Lane. 
18.  (L) The J. M. Smucker Home, 708 N. Main St. 
19.  Continue south (M)  Orr Twin Cinema, 415 N. Main St., cross High St.  
20.  Continue on Main; at Church St. look to the right to see (N) Smith Dairy Co.  
21.  Turn left on Church St., pass (O) Orrville Public Library  (Restrooms) 
22.  Turn right at Walnut St  (P) Orrville Junior High School 
23.  Turn right at Water St., go one block to Main St., note (Q) City Hall on corner of Water and Main 
24.  Turn left (south) on Main; turn left on Market St. 
25.  Turn right on Walnut St, going under the overpass to walk on left side of Walnut St. 
26.  Cross E. Paradise and turn left,   (R)  Robert Taggart homestead, 410 E. Paradise 
27.  Continue on Paradise to Spring St.,  turn right on Spring. 
28.  At the end of Spring St, turn right at Oak St. 
29.  Continue on Oak  (S) 534 Cope-Powell House,  (T) Schantz Organ Co., corner Oak and Walnut 
30.  Continue on Oak St. (U) watering trough, cross Main St., turn right (north) on Main St. 
              (V) Abraham Schantz home, 635 S. Main 
31.  Continue on Main St., (W) 531 S. Main, Brenneman House; (X) 425 Stansbury House 
32.  Note corner of Chestnut and Main, (Z) Rite Aid, originally Schantz Co., then Will Burt Co. location 
33.  Continue on Main St. to start/finish at Seifried’s Pharmacy  
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
